There are currently about 300 drawbridges in existence around the world. But only in St.

Widely regarded as the most beautiful and magnetic is the raising of Dvortsovy Most (Palace

Bridge) and Troitsky Most (Trinity Bridge). And the best time of year — June, the magical season
of the White Nights.

Incidentally, the bridges in St. Petersburg are drawn from April through October, and the sheer
drama of the amazing sight is something that simply cannot be spoiled — not even by the St.
Petersburg rain.

Starting on 23 July 2016, for the first time ever in St. Petersburg history, Palace Bridge was
raised to the accompaniment of Russian classical music.

That marked the kickoff to the unique sound show Poyushiye Mosty (Singing Bridges), held daily
through 25 September.

The show starts at 01:25, just a few seconds before the raising of Palace Bridge, creating
intrigue and intensifying the emotional excitement of the gathered public.

In the 2016 season, the music content was chosen from among the many masterpieces of the
Russian classics. Four 20-25-minute playlists were specially recorded for the show, featuring

fragments from the musical works of the great composers: Tchaikovsky, Rachmaninoff,
Mussorgsky, Rimsky-Korsakov, Sviridov and Gli re. The playlists were rotated every week.

The final composition on each playlist was chosen with particular symbolism: Hymn to the Great
City from Gli re’s ballet Medny Vsadnik (The Bronze Horseman).

The organizers of the Singing Bridges project were asked to tackle a unique technical challenge:
ensuring good sound quality, synchronized on each side of the bridge, in a nightly show format
that would run over the course of two months.

As a result, University and Admiralty Embankments were fitted with three 8-meter-tall towers
rigged with audio equipment. They were wrapped in banner netting with advertising for the show
and as it turned out — the towers did a pretty good job blending in with the general surroundings.
