In the wide-open space along the northern fa ade
of the iconic Mikhailovsky Castle, summer pavilions popped up where people could buy books
published in the widest-possible range of cities in Russia and the CIS.

Despite its relative distance from the city’s bustling thoroughfares, the “Bookwalk” inspired
genuine interest on the part of St. Petersburg’s reading public.

The “Bookwalk” also served as the backdrop for the charity festival “Anton’s Right Here,” held
with the participation of the center for the education, social rehabilitation and creativity of adults
with autism. Visitors to the “Bookwalk” bought books, with the sales proceeds donated to the
